General Description of the Job:

Conducts ranch work at a cow feedlot.
Essential Functions of the Job:
Sorts, feeds and waters livestock. Monitors food and water supplies. Drives trucks, tractors, and other equipment to distribute feed to animals. Examines animals to detect illness, injury or disease. Provides medical treatment such as administering medicatios and vaccinations or arranges for veterinarieans to provide more extensive medical treatment. Mixes feed, additives and medicines in prescribed portions. Inspects, maintains, and repairs equipment, machinery, buildings, pens, yards and fences. Moves equipment or livestock from one location to another, manually or using trucks or carts. Cleans stalls, pens, and equipment using disinfectant solutions, brushes, shovels, water hoses, and/or pumps. Herds livestock to pastures for grazing or to scales, trucks, or other enclosures.
