General Description of the Job:

Finishes rough cabinetry by sanding and applying lacquer or varnish. 
Essential Functions of the Job:
Mix finish ingredients to derive adequate coloring and viscosity.  Brush, spray, or hand rub finishing ingredients such as paint, oil, stain, wax onto and into wood grain.  Apply lacquer or other sealers.  Use sand paper, pumice stones, steel wool, chisels, sanders, and/or grinders to smooth, shape, or touch up finished surface. Select appropriate finishing ingredient according to wood type and desired outcome. Fill and smooth cracks or imperfections and repair broken parts using plastic or wood putty, glue, nails, and/or screws. Distress surfaces with wood working tools or abrasives before staining to create an antique look or rub surfaces to highlight certain features of the wood.
