General Description of the Job:

Assembles and installs pipes, fittings, and fixtures forheating, water, and drainag systems according to specifications and plumbing codes within a residential, indstrial or commercial setting. 
Essential Functions of the Job:
1.Review building plans and drawings to determine work aids required and sequence of installations. Inspects structure to ascertain obstructions to be avoided to prevent weakening of structure resulting from installation of pipe. 
2. Locates and marks position of pipe and pipe connections and passage holes for pipes in walls and floors using ruler, spirit level, and plumb bob. Cuts opening in walls and floors to accommodate pipe and pipe fittings using hand and power tools. 
3. Ensures that tools and materials are available and are correct for the project as specified by the engineer. Materials are delivered to site by vendor but may need to be moved by employee to the work area.Large or heavy items may be moved using machinery or carts. 

The employee may operate some machinery on site to lift materials. They may also need to haul tools or materials from the shop/warehouse to the job site. Scaffolding may need to be assembled at job site. 
4. Prepares supports for pipe installation. This may include overhead supports which are installed using hand and power tools. When installing pipe below ground, bags of concrete may be used or iping may be attached to rebar. 
5. Assembles, installs or repairs valves, pipe fittings, and pipes composed of metals such as iron, steel, brass, lead, copper and nonmetals and plastic using hand and power tools. Joins pipes by use of solder, screws, bolts, fittings, plastic solvent and caulks joints. 
6. Fill pipe systems with water or air and read pressure gauges to determine whether systems are leaking. 
7. Installs plumbing fixtures such as sinks, commodes, bathtubs, water heaters, boilders for heating systems, hot water tanks, garbage disposal units, dishwashers, water softners and shower units. 

8. If a project involves remodeling an existing structure, this may involve removal of old pipe, fixtures, boilers, etc. This could involve cutting or breaking items into manageable sizes and removing them from the building. (Normally is not a part of this position).

Types of Machines, Tools, Special Equipment:

Chop saw, hammer drill, hole saw, right angle drill, pipe threading machine, scaffolding, ladder, etc.
Vehicles or Moving Equipment Operated:

Pickup truck or man lifts.
