General Description of the Job:

Stock shelves and job trailers, deliver parts and supplies to the job site, unload items at job site, assist with installing insulation, assembly of hangers for pipe, maintain tools in the shop, and may move dirt, wood shaving or debris at and from the job site. 
Essential Functions of the Job:
1.Ensure tools, supplies, and materials are available and correct for each job site. Load and unload job trailers with tools, parts, supplies and materials at the warehouse and at the job site. Throughout the work day, deliver other necessary materials, supplies, or tools from the shop/warehouse to the job site. 

2. Receive merchandise, check packing slips, and stock parts in bins or on shelves. Also stock other items or materials used within the business such as toilets, sinks, pipe, etc. 

3. Participate or go to services calls and use the sewer machine to unclog waste lines.

4. Assist with the unloading and lay out pipe at work site and assist with installing gas lines. May also assist with the connecting of pipe to include cutting pipe and threading pipe for proper connections. May complete testing to ensure pressurized system and no leaks. May need to use a garden hose to thaw pipes.

5. Assist with the completion of demolition tasks at job site which will include cutting out old pipe using torch, sawzall, and other tools. This will also include the use of a shovel or rake to move dirt, wood shavings, or other debris at the job site. Removal of debris. 

6. Assist with the cutting and installing of pipe insulation, assemble and attach pipe hangers at job site. (Involves using a drill above shoulder level).

7. Maintain tools in the shop to ensure proper working order. Example of tools are sawzal, chop saw, drills, portable ban saw, grinder, etc. Maintain clean shop, may move tools, supplies or equipment around in the shop. 

Types of Machines, Tools, Special Equipment:

Crescent wrench, pliers, shovel, rake, sewer machine, cutting torch, groove machine, threading machine, compaction machines (jumping jack), demo hammer (jack hammer), core drill, and lifts. 
Vehicles or Moving Equipment Operated:

Work van, dump truck, trailers, bobcat, and diesel pickup.
