General Description of the Job:

Operates truck with a mounted water tank to deliver potable water to petroleum exploration sites. 
Essential Functions of the Job:
Drives truck with manual transmission over the road to load and unload tanks of water.  Ability to enter and exit cab. Fill truck tank at filling station and unloads water into storage location.  Filling requires hooking up two hoses between the trailer tank and the storage tank and turning pump on to start the process.  Hoses can be up to 25' long and weigh up to 30# with fittings attached.  Hoses are removed from water trunk storage or at tank sites.  Handling hoses requires firm grip.  Attaching hoses requires short periods of bending, stooping and twisting the upper torso to attach hoses and access pumping apparatus.  
Drivers need to respond to road conditons and may need to put tire chains on tractor unit.  Chains may weigh 50-60# each and increases if mud or ice is built up on chain.  Installing chains requires removal from storage and carrying to wheels.  Chain placement requires bending, squating and stooping.   
Inspect truck and trailer and maintain appropriate paperwork.  Maintain hours of service logs accurately as dictated by DOT regulation.  Driver must maintain a commercial drivers license (CDL) and have a good driving record.
