General Description of the Job:

Drives bob tail short wheel or long wheel base truck to haul Frac tanks to well locations in the oil fields. 
Essential Functions of the Job:
1. Perform pre-trip inspection on truck prior to leaving on route. 2. Will relocate from 6-15 tanks per shift (depending on delivery location of the tanks). This entails backing up to frac tank, pulling out cable and hooking to tank. Will also hook up air hoses and brake lines. Pull frac tank up with winch (tanks are approximately 10" wide and up to 42' long). Takes approximately 15 minutes to hook and load (or unload) tank. Will travel approximately 100-600 mile radius making stops to designated areas to load/unload frac tanks. Will transport tank to designated location and unhook air hoses, brake lines and fifth wheel latch. Will spool cable out and pull away from tank. Will then unhook cable and pull it up. Will also walk frac tanks to check and see if they are empty prior to loading. Will walk up frac ladder 10-13 feet above ground to inspect tanks. 3. Will perform paperwork such as logbooks and trip records.
