General Description of the Job:

Smooths and finishes surfaces of poured concrete curbs and flatwork to specified textures.
Essential Functions of the Job:
Smooths and finishes surfaces of poured concrete curbs and flatwork to specified textures using hand or power tools.  Signals concrete deliverer to position truck to best facilitate concrete pour.  Moves discharge chute of truck to direct concrete into forms.  Spreads concrete into sections of the forms using rakes or shoves.  Levels concrete to specified depth and workable consistency, using screed and floats.  Smooths and shapes surfaces of freshly poured concrete using straightedge and float or power screed.  Removes rough or defective spots using power grinder or chisel and hammer.  Patches holds of fresh concrete with epoxy compound.  May set forms.  May break up old concrete surfaces using pneumatic tools.  May layout and measure for and install various sizes of concrete forms.  Installs rebar.  Cleans forms using scraper and oils forms using a sprayer.
